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At Churchend Primary Academy we are committed to providing a curriculum which is broad and balanced, and provides our pupils with opportunities to gain essential knowledge, skills and understanding which will enable them to flourish and reach their full potential academically, physically and artistically. Whilst our curriculum encompasses the formal requirements of the National Curriculum, our vision is to allow our pupils to be articulate and provide them with a range of learning experiences beyond the classroom which inspire our pupils and helps shape their futures; ensuring they become the best possible version of themselves. 
The philosophy of Barak Rosenshine underpins the heart of our belief that knowledge is empowering and provides a foundation for achieving success, reaching a deeper understanding and being creative. 
Our curriculum has a specific focus on reading as we believe that ability to read is the key to the curriculum and fundamental to our children achieving success and enabling them to access the next stage of their education and beyond. 
Implementation
Churchend Primary Academy implements the national curriculum and as such, the national curriculum statutory requirements have been carefully sequenced and mapped to individual year groups. Themes have been selected to incorporate multidisciplinary requirements to ensure teaching remains coherent and deepens learning. Enrichment tasks are used to:
· Excite pupils about learning.
· Provide valuable experiences, which enhance cultural capital.
· Enable the assessment of the application of knowledge and skills.
Reading is central to our curriculum, is integrated into all lessons, so that pupils learn through subject specific texts and vocabulary.
Our vibrant and rich curriculum is designed so that the subject specific skills are scaffolded within a cross-curricular theme or context each term. Curriculum concepts are sequenced, spiralling vertically to ensure they are revisited and developed over time. In order to ensure that progression and balance is maintained, the programmes of study are then developed into medium term plans which clearly highlight the learning objectives, assessment opportunities, taught vocabulary, scaffolded tasks as well as making authentic connections with other subjects, explicitly.  Teachers plan and tailor units of work and lessons, designing instructional tasks to provide pupils with vital first-hand experiences to comprehend the concepts and knowledge to be acquired and to address the specific individual needs of pupils so that all pupils are able to reach their full potential regardless of their starting point.
Teachers work to form secure schemas within pupils’ long-term memory by connecting new learning to what they already know. Key concepts, knowledge and vocabulary are captured in knowledge webs to provide clear endpoints and facilitate retrieval practise in lessons to ensure pupils remember more. Further, teachers break down concepts and skills into small steps, look for common misconceptions and identify the more difficult stages of learning. This results in pupils succeeding in understanding a concept or perform the task concerned to the level required. 
While subjects are taught within cross-curricular themes, the subject being taught is clearly identified so that pupils associate knowledge and skills with specific academic disciplines.
Impact
At Churchend Primary Academy, children are assessed during every lesson which enables our teachers to plan the next steps for each child. Teachers assess against the learning objectives and the basic skill requirements for each year group and provide feedback which enables each pupil to make progress within the lesson and over time. Children are expected to make good or better progress in all subjects and this individual progress is tracked and reported to parents and carers at parents evening and on the end of year report. 
Churchend Primary Academy uses rigorous triangulated monitoring throughout the year to gauge the impact of the curriculum design. Senior and Subject Leaders monitor individual subjects: reviewing learning, evaluating pupil voice, providing individual feedback to move practice forward, celebrating positives and highlighting areas of development that through coaching and continued professional development are developed and strengthened. The impact of the curriculum is reviewed throughout the year and progress is measured against end of year outcomes for individual pupils and for the year group. 
Enjoyment of the curriculum promotes achievement, confidence and good behaviour. Children feel safe to try new things. The pupils will be able to work collaboratively with their peers and independently as inquisitive learners who are motivated to excel and who have a thirst for learning. The pupils will have a strong desire to embrace challenge and to be resilient learners. 
Our curriculum will also enable our pupils to become respectful members of their diverse community and make a positive contribution. Our pupils are emotionally ready to be curious, lifelong learners who are empowered to meet the challenges of a rapidly changing world.
