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History teaching at Churchend Primary Academy is intended to develop children that are confident using historical terminology and equip them with a timeline of knowledge and skills that they can use in their everyday lives, particularly around making connections between different era and their own lives and how areas of our lives such as housing and work developed over time. We will instil an enthusiasm for history so that they are equipped with the inference skills and positive attitudes to continue to learn. As historians, children will:
· Be able to explain different historical contexts and how they relate to them.
· Demonstrate ability to use historical evidence to help their wider educational needs.
· Explore and experience what different historical environments had to offer.
Furthermore, teaching will ensure that children have opportunities to explore their local community and experience how their own history has been affected by the world around them. This can be evidenced through both Combined Studies and cross-curricular lessons.
Implementation
All teachers will teach separate history lessons as part of their Combined Studies lessons to impart the necessary knowledge to allow the children opportunities for cross curricular learning. This can take the form of writing during English topics, Artwork that reflect their topics, how historical information can be used in their Computing lessons and many others varieties. 
Time should be given for a breadth of information to allow the children a more varied and in-depth idea of the topic being taught. Connections are made, when applicable, between History and Geography, so that the children know how they are both connected, such has how the world’s geography changes based on historical events.
Trips and workshops are an excellent way to offer broad historical knowledge in a varied setting. This will give the children a chance to experience life in a different time period, which may not be possible inside of the classroom. 
Impact
Children will develop a thirst for historical knowledge and understand how it affects them. Empathises should not only be put on world history, but also their local history, and they can explore it themselves. Independent exploration should be encouraged and alerted to through local events or museums. Information retention and use will be explored through cross-curricular work and the children’s work outside the classroom.   
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
