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Music teaching at Churchend Primary Academy is intended to create well rounded and confident musicians who have experienced a wide range of musical cultures and performances. As musicians' children will have the opportunity to be able to: 
· Take part in a variety of active music making performances including community wide projects.
· Create compositions with varying degrees of independence including choice over instruments, genre, notation and use of ICT.
·  Review and evaluate both their own performances and compositions and that of their peers.
· Listen and appraise a wide variety of pieces from different musical genres and cultures and form their own preferences and musical taste
· Research musicians from the past and different cultures
Furthermore, children will have the opportunity to take part in additional extracurricular activities such as KS2 Choir, Recorder Club and Music and Movement Club. As well as paid activities such as Performers Club, Rocksteady and Individual Music lessons.
Implementation
Music is planned within our Combined Studies work and it is shown how the music then relates to the theme for that term. More specific plans are also created. In Key Stage 2 music is taught by two music specialists. In the Early years planning revolves around the Early Learning Goals and pupils receive Music and Movement sessions by staff who have received training to implement this.
All of our musical opportunities are made accessible to all children within the Academy whether they are SEND, EAL, PP etc. In music education, we make sure that high standards of literacy are promoted through the use of appropriate reading and writing to support pupils’ musical development. Pupils of all abilities and interests are encouraged to make independent informed musical choices by using a rapidly widening repertoire to create original, imaginative, fluent and distinctive compositions and performance work. Pupils are also taught about the historical, social and cultural origins of music and how this contributes to the diversity of musical styles that we have today. 
Within the Academy, we have a range of musical instruments from a variety of cultures and places. They are all readily available to the children and they are encouraged to select the most suitable ones for their work. ICT is an important resource that we try to use to its full potential. We use it to record the children’s work so that they can evaluate it. Children also get the opportunity to use music software to aid them in each stage of the musical composition process. Churchend Primary Academy also strives to provide children with musical workshops and performances from visitors allowing the children access the expertise of professional musicians.
On several occasions the children’s work will result in a performance. The children can then peer assess each other's work and give feedback. These performances can also be recorded so that the children can assess their own work. Through the course of a lesson children are given times when they can stop and review how well they are doing. Feedback can be given by their peers or even from themselves. Through having review points midway through a lesson, children can improve on their performance. Teachers set high expectations for all the pupils and effectively check the understanding of the pupils throughout the lesson. Constructive feedback can then be given from the teacher that reflects these initial high standards and objectives. Teachers at Churchend Primary Academy give as much value to assessing children’s musical understanding and responses as it is to assess their musical abilities. Through their work during additional tuition sessions, children are also given the opportunities to take music exams and achieve grades. Music lessons for groups of PP children are run so that we are ensuring equal opportunities for instrument tuition across the Academy.
The children are given lots of opportunities to sing in front of other people at the Academy. They sing at carol concerts each year as well as taking part in year groups plays and performing to parents at Academy events. The children are also given lots of opportunities to perform using their instruments to partner classes in their year group and in Key Stage assemblies.  The Churchend Primary Academy Choir has had the opportunity to perform at the Hexagon and for parents. They will also be singing at the O2 as part of the Young Voices Group. This is a great chance for the children to perform in a large arena and as part of a charitable organisation. Children have also performed at the Avenue Special Academy, care homes and at local places of worship.
Community is at the heart of our Academy ethos and we strive at Churchend Primary Academy to ensure that we have a strong collaboration with other Academy's and agencies. The success of music at Churchend is not solely dependent on the subject knowledge and expertise of the Music Coordinator but rather the skills and experience of other teachers and adults utilised to enhance provision.
Impact
Children enjoy music and are confident in talking about musical experiences and skills. Children can perform, compose and appraise music independently using musical vocabulary and techniques that are age appropriate. All children make excellent progress and are equipped with an increasing body of musical skills as they progress through the Academy.
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
