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PSHE teaching at Churchend Primary Academy is intended to develop children that are resilient, ready to learn and confident in making appropriate choices with regards to their health, behaviour and work with respect for themselves, others and equipment. We want children to be able to overcome adversity and develop excellent communication skills, explaining when something is wrong and articulating how they can solve a problem.
Lessons and activities will provide a range of strategies to help children resolve issues with peers, ask for assistance, support with their work, talk about how they are feeling and participate in life across the Academy. By following our life skills program children will be confident, happy and polite in a range of different areas. 
Through expectations, lessons, resources and varied on and off-site experiences, PSHE at Churchend Primary Academy will enable the gap between opportunities offered by parents and the Academy to be bridged. Positive relationships with staff and parents will ensure open communication as well as strong role models. 
In a society where it is important to listen, share ideas, resolve issues and manage one’s own personal feelings and behaviour together with making the right choices about a healthy lifestyle, good quality PSHE at Churchend Primary Academy is so important. 
Learning at Churchend Primary Academy will be memorable and extend the everyday experiences of children.
Implementation
All teachers to use the new JIGSAW scheme of work together with our life skills program to inform and support their planning and integrate these key skills across the curriculum, wherever possible. Lessons are supported by circle times, games, team challenges and relevant stories, where appropriate. 
All teachers are confident and passionate about teaching PSHE and are supported by professional dialogue with relevant training needs identified. Teaching partners in each cohort share planning and resources which are stored centrally. Teachers are offered support from the PSHE lead in planning and are offered training where they require it, particularly NQTs and new members of staff.
Key vocabulary for each unit displayed and communicated to parents and, where appropriate examples shown. Use of external visitors and trips where possible to inspire and provide real life context for children. Evidence taken through learning talks and learning walks and best practice cascaded across the Academy.

Impact
Children enjoy PSHE and are happy to discuss how and what they have learned from the processes taught. Children display the key values of the Academy around our Academy site and are happy and polite. They can talk about their successes and what they have been able to do to help themselves. They can name kind things they have done as well as thoughtful things others have done for them. They are able to contribute to our Academy community and think of other people, making positive choices about their health and behaviour.
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
