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Intent
Spanish teaching at Churchend Primary Academy intends to foster a love of language learning and develop interest in different cultures. In line with the National Curriculum, learners are taught how to speak, read and write in Spanish. By the end of KS2, children are able to do this with increasing fluency. Children are taught a range of topics and these include many practical elements that the children can use day to day as well as if they were to visit Spain or Spanish speaking countries. 
Through using Spanish day to day for class routines and around the Academy, it is intended that disadvantaged children will be able to access the same content as others as they will be as familiar with the language as their peers. Due to the purchase of a detailed and sequential scheme of work, learners are able to build on prior knowledge and progress through the curriculum. Teachers adapt lessons to suit the needs and interests of their classes. For example, vocabulary is relevant to their setting so that the language is useful. 
Although children may go on to study different languages at KS3, the KS2 curriculum is designed to give them the skills to look for patterns in languages, use their English grammatical knowledge to help them understand other languages and to develop their verbal and written communication skills. 
Implementation
Currently at Churchend Primary Academy, Spanish is taught by two specialists. The teachers take responsibility for the teaching in Lower and Upper Key Stage 2. To ensure high quality teaching, discussions between teachers about lesson content and planning happen frequently and informally. When the new scheme of work was purchased, the subject leader went through the planning and resources available with the other Spanish teacher. Learning walks and pupil conferencing are carried out to ensure that children are engaged and expectations are high.
In the coming months, the subject leader will be running staff training sessions and offering resources to non-specialists so that they are able to incorporate more vocabulary in their day-to-day classroom management. The scheme of work that Churchend Primary Academy uses includes a variety of resources for non-specialists including sound clips, songs and detailed planning. In the future, it could be possible for non-specialists to teach Spanish if required. This would be closely monitored and staff would be given appropriate training. 
Impact
[bookmark: _GoBack]Children show great enthusiasm in Spanish lessons and many are confident to generate ideas and try to use new vocabulary and sentence structures. Lessons usually include elements that build on children’s prior knowledge and allow them to remember concepts learnt previously. Through triangulation of work sampling, learning walks and learning talks, the subject leader will have a clear understanding of the depth of children’s knowledge. 
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
