


Geography At Churchend Primary Academy
Intent
Geography teaching at Churchend Primary Academy is aimed at inspiring in the children, a life- long curiosity and fascination about the world and its people. Our teaching aims to equip the pupils with knowledge about the diversity of people, places, natural and human environments and the earth’s resources. Our teaching is planned to develop a solid understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes. As pupils progress and gain a deeper knowledge, they will understand the interactions between human and physical processes and how landscapes and environments are formed and used, and be able to explain how all of the Earth’s features are interconnected, shaped and changing over time. 
Implementation
 All teachers follow the National Curriculum for Geography, from EYFS to Year 6, to construct a solid foundation that is built upon year after year. Teachers are confident and passionate about teaching Geography and are supported through professional dialogue and up-to-date training to address any gaps and maintain a consistency and continuity across the school. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Geography is taught as a separate lesson as part of our broad and balanced curriculum. Geography units take place 3 times a year, alternating with history units each half term. 
Teachers share their planning and access resources, which are stored centrally, to maintain consistency.  Geography books are moderated across the school to maintain high expectations, a consistency in presentation and support teachers in understanding progression from one cohort to the next. 
Teachers at Churchend Primary Academy deliver a high-quality geography curriculum including, but not limited to: 
· enquiry- develop a proficiency in asking relevant questions, collecting and analysing data, and drawing conclusions, 
· outdoor learning and well- planned fieldwork in the local area- developing a knowledge and understanding in the environment and a sense of responsibility and a desire to care for and where possible, improve what is around us,
· spatial awareness- studying places, locations and environments, 
· map work- helping children understand what is happening in an area, tying together the past and present, and what may happen in the future, by interpreting and using non- text media,
· environmental geography- encouraging children to understand the potential of their role and the impact they might have through their actions and interests 
 
By the end of each key stage, pupils are expected to know, apply and understand the matters, skills and processes specified in this programme of study.
Impact
Children enjoy Geography and are confident to talk about their experience.  Children can begin to understand the potential of their role and the impact that they might have through their actions and interests, as primary geography takes them beyond their immediate world and what they currently know, to deepen their environmental knowledge and nurture their responsibility of places. Through active engagement in primary geography, the children are enabled to learn not only about the world but also how it works, how it fits together and how to make a difference and become positive contributors to it.
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
